Introduction & Guidelines for Clinical Rounds at St. Paul’s Hospital
Clinical rounds are held every Thursday between 7:15AM – 8:00AM at St. Paul’s Hospital.  They serve as an invaluable forum for an open discussion of complex cardiology cases and an exploration of unique or interesting clinical scenarios.  The focus of these rounds is to promote collegial dialogue between cardiac surgeons, cardiologists from various subspecialties, nurses and allied health professionals in developing clinical management plans.  
Two cases are to be presented at every session, with one case presented by the CCU fellow and the other by a subspecialty fellow (cath, echo or EP).  When there is no fellow present on CCU, a fellow from another rotation will be designated.  A schedule detailing the assignment of fellows to each clinical round will be made available in advance via the www.ubccardiology.ca website.
Fellows presenting a case are responsible for the following:

1. Identifying a case for presentation.  Cases should be selected with one of two objectives in mind:

I. Cases with either complex cardiac issues or difficult decision-making that require discussion about a management plan

II. Cases of interest with either a unique clinical presentation or interesting angiographic or imaging findings

2. Preparing & presenting Powerpoint slides during rounds.  Slides should consist of:

· 3 – 4 slides (max) detailing history & physical

· 2 – 3 slides (max) on any pertinent didactic teaching points or “take-home messages”

· See template presentations (courtesy of Dr. Kevin Ong) as an example 

3. Informing respective departments by Tuesday afternoon of the week of the rounds of any cath or echo studies that need to be presented
